This desert set was created in Art Pottery Factory of Carl
Rudolf Ditmar, in Znaim, Moravia. It consists of seven pieces: a serving
platter on high stand and six identical plates. Designed in the style of
Secession, the set was created between 1890 and 1895, as indicated by the
stamps on the bottoms of the objects.

The central part of the round base of the platter and the plates
are covered with underglased painted decoration in forms of pastel
flowers on the pastel green background, encircled by garlands formed by
raised, modeled, and painted vegetative interlacing with stationary
gilding; they form the rims of the plates that resemble a specific form of
majolica lattice. The platter itself is much larger in diameter in contrast to
the plates, and it rests on high decorative ceramic stand. On the bottoms
of the plates, as well as on the inner side of the stand of the platter, there
are marks of the factory of Carl Rudolf Ditmar in Znaim.

Carl Rudolf Ditmar (1818-1895) began his career in 1839 in
Vienna, where he and his brother Friedrich were well known as importers
of oil lamps. In 1841, Ditmar Brothers started their own production of oil
lamps. They became reputed designers of famous Viennese modérateur
lamps (Viennese Moderateur Lamp), and especially of lamp bodies made
of ceramics, to which they applied a special kind of versatile decorations,
very soon.

In 1879, Rudolf Ditmar founded his factory of art ceramics in
Znaim (Moravia), where in 1885 he started production and decoration of
objects for everyday use. This factory's products become famous for their
luxurious decorations in glazed majolica almost immediately. Ditmar
contributed to the development and establishment of the professional
school for industrial ceramics in Znaim in 1872; this school paid special
attention to the fabrication of ceramic vessels. The Factory featured a
specially constructed ceramic furnace, designed by Ditmar himself. After
Rudolf Ditmar's death in 1895, brothers Richard and Oskar Lichtenstern
bought the Factory. After 1920, the Factory merged with Briider Urbach
(Brothers Urbach) Company, and, as of 1924, worked under Ditmar-
Urbach title. After the Second World War, it acquired the name of
Ostmark Keramik Aktiengesellschaft, and after nationalization in 1945, it
became one of the most innovative companies in the district of Znaim.

PURCHASE PRIZE OF MUSEUM OF APPLIED ART
AWARDED AT 45" MAY EXHIBITION

The professional jury comprised of the curators
from Department for Contemporary Applied Art (Bojana
Popovi¢, Slobodan Jovanovi¢), the representative of the
historic departments (Jelena Pera¢) and Ljiljana Mileti¢
Abramovi¢, acting director of the Museum of Applied Art,
awarded the Purchase Prize of the 45" May Exhibition to Zlatko
Cvetkovi¢ for his prototype for the laptop case commissi-
oned by Etno mreza d.o.o. (Ethno Network, Ltd.) from
Belgrade. The prototype is made of hand pressed wool and
keper fabric, and is decorated with a motif inspired by an
ornament found on zubun (traditional sleeveless dress for
women). This case/prototype is in the shape of a cushion,
which, when placed on the lap, becomes at the sam time the
lap cushion and the insulator between a body and a computer.
This function is supported by the inlaid pad filled with chaf,
and which can be used as travel pillow as well.

Zlatko Cvetkovi¢ (1971) graduated from Depart-
ment of Textile Design, Faculty of Applied Arts in Belgrade
(1996) and earned his MA degree in Tapestry from the same
Faculty, with Prof. Jadranka Simonovi¢ serving as mentor
(2001). He is engaged as a senior art associate at Department
for Textile Design, Faculty of Applied Arts in Belgrade. He was
a memeber of the Group LUM (1996-1998), of Art Asso-
ciation PUNKT (1999-2001), and is a member of European
Textile Network (as 0of 2007), and ULUPUDS (as of 1997). Art
works done by Zlatko Cvetkovi¢ are housed in the collections
of Museum of Applied Art in Belgrade, Museum of Applied
ArtsinRiga (Letonia), and in Studio 61 in Novi Sad.

Zlatko Cvetkovi¢ won the Purchase Prize of
Museum of Applied Art at the 36" May Exhibition, for his
Nocturn in White, alongside numerous prizes and awards for
hiswork.
